ASL COURSE (LEVEL ONE): 2-hour class, once a week for six weeks, a total of twelve hours of instruction.

The Level One course is designed to provide a comprehensive topic introduction and successful completion is required for ASL Level Two Course eligibility. Through this
introductory course, students will learn “The ABCS,” vocabulary, non-manual behaviors and grammatical features. Students will develop competency in both expressive and
receptive skills through topic discussion such as exchanging personal information, talking about surroundings, residences, families and activities.

This will include expanded instruction in finger spelling, vocabulary, and
grammatical structures. In addition, instruction will also include the use of classifiers, signing space in ASL, giving directions, physical characters, making
requests, discussions of occupations, daily routines, etc.
